Luther on the Benefit of Music

But even (music) transcends the greatest eloquence of the most eloquent, because of the infinite variety of its forms and benefits.  We can mention only one point (which experience confirms), namely, that next to the Word of God, music deserves the highest praise.  She is a mistress and governess of those human emotions—to pass over the animals—which as masters govern men or more often overwhelm them.  No greater commendation than this can be found—at least not by us.  For whether you wish to comfort the sad, to terrify the happy, to encourage the despairing, to humble the proud, to calm the passionate, or to appease those full of hate—namely, the emotions, inclinations, and affections that impel men to evil or good?  --what more effective means than music could you find?  The Holy Ghost himself honors her as an instrument for his proper work when in his holy Scriptures he asserts that through her his gifts were instilled in the prophets, namely, the inclination to all virtues, as can be seen in Elisha (II Kings 3:15).  On the other hand, she serves to cast out Satan, the instigator of all sins, as is shown in Saul, the king of Israel (1 Sam. 16:23)…
A person who gives this some thought and yet does not regard it [music] as a marvelous creation of God, must be a clodhopper indeed and does not deserve to be called a human being; he should be permitted to hear nothing but the braying of asses and the grunting of hogs,” (Bruszin trans.). 
Take special care to shun perverted minds who prostitute this lovely gift of nature and of art with their erotic rantings; and be quite assured that none but the devil goads them on to defy their very nature which would and should praise God its Maker with this gift, so that these bastards purloin the gift of God and use it to worship the foe of God, the enemy of nature and of this lovely art.  Farewell in the Lord.
